LIFEGROUP NOTES FOR THE August 30, 2009 SERMON
“Faith from the Inside Out: 

Key Teachings from the Book of Luke”

Luke 22:7-23
Discussion Openers: 
1. Have you ever noticed that there are certain smells, sounds, or events that remind us of someone or something else?  Do you ever have this happen?  If so, please share.
Looking at the text:
2. Read Luke 22:7-23.
3. What does Jesus ask his disciples to do when they eat the bread and drink from the cup? (vs. 19)    
4. Look specifically at verse 15. What does he say will happen after eating this Passover meal with them?

5. Read Hebrews 9:22.    
6. What did our salvation cost Jesus? One thing we MUST remember is the COST.
7. Now look at verse 16.   
8. This verse of scripture talks of fulfillment.  What do you think this statement means?   
9. Jesus Christ came to fulfill the prophecies and fulfill the need of a sacrifice.  In the world we look for fulfillment in many places.  Where or in what do you think we try to find fulfillment?
10. Jesus Christ fulfilled the need for a sacrifice in order to purchase our lives.  He is our fulfillment.  How do you think we can go about filling ourselves with Christ instead of looking for other ways to fill the voids in our lives?  The second thing we must remember is that He is our FULFILLMENT.
11. Read verse 19 again then read John 3:16-17. 
12. There is action involved in this command, he says “Do this…” and when you do this what is that you remember?
13. Looking at the scripture in John it states that God sent His son.  And, why did He send His son?  The third thing we must remember is His LOVE for us.

14. Read verse 20.  What does this scripture say about the covenant?  Is it new or old?
15. This new covenant meant that there was no more need for sacrifice, because Jesus was the once and for all sacrifice for us ALL.  What does this new covenant mean to you? 

16. Last we must remember that this covenant is NEW.  It means we are free from the law.  But, sometimes we keep ourselves in bondage.  What is it that has you bound?  What is it that you feel keeps you from fully experiencing the new covenant of God?  We must remember that Jesus came to seek and to save…what is it that reminds you of HIM?
Prayer Time:
Pray for any prayer requests that your group might have.  Then spend a few minutes in quiet personal prayer asking the Lord to give you a mind to remember Him in your daily walk.  Then come back together and give thanks for the sacrifice of blood, for the new covenant made, and the love given lavishly!
